	3.1. Types of classes
	Clinical internships – 120 didactic hours.

	3.2. Way of conducting classes
	Classes are conducted exclusively in the form of practical clinical training in surgical wards and operating theatres.
Teaching takes place directly at the patient’s bedside, during ward rounds, consultations, medical reports, and in the operating room.
Students actively participate in patient examination, diagnostic and therapeutic procedures, as well as in perioperative care.

	3.3. Way of obtaining credits for classes
	credit with a grade; each surgical department conducts its own assessment; the final grade is the arithmetic mean of grades from all rotations.

	3.4. Didactic methods
	bedside teaching, case-based discussion, ward rounds, participation in medical reports, assistance in surgical procedures, practice of basic surgical skills, simulation of selected procedures and emergencies.

Course contents (4.2):
· Clinical work in surgical wards: participation in rounds, consultations, patient care, documentation.

· Diagnostics: medical interview, physical examination, interpretation of laboratory and imaging results.

· Management of acute surgical conditions (acute abdomen, GI bleeding, bowel obstruction, perforations, trauma, burns).

· Perioperative care: preoperative preparation, postoperative monitoring, prevention of complications.

· Basic surgical procedures: suturing, dressings, catheterization, IV access, drainage, wound care.

· Assistance in open and laparoscopic surgeries, exposure to endoscopy.

· Clinical training in various departments: general surgery, oncology, vascular, thoracic, endocrine, urology, orthopedics, neurosurgery and others.
