C1.  To provide the student with knowledge of legal regulations for the provision of health services, patient rights, as well as the practice of the medical profession and the functioning of the medical self-government.

4. The patient's consent and objection to the performance of a medical procedure. Performing procedures without the consent of the patient - presumed consent. Cases of compulsory treatment.
5. Legal regulations related to medical experiments, artificial insemination, toxicological and genetic tests, transplantation, and cosmetic procedures.
6. Certification of death and handling of corpses. 
7. Medical records - legal requirements. Obligation and manner of its conduct, rules for data acquisition, processing, sharing and storage.
8. Penal, civil and professional liability of a doctor.
9. Principles that govern the regulation of mental health and palliative care.
